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In 2018, schools, parents and learners have worked together to co-produce this document which identifies the important elements of supporting
children and young people with special educational needs and disabilities in our mainstream schools.

Good inclusive practice is about:

What is important to families and learners, and what schools will provide:

Ethos

A firm commitment to identifying and
understanding the needs of individual
children.

A shared culture of inclusion across all areas of the school

The child’s and parent’s/carer’s aspirations will be central to planning support, and always taken into consideration,
fitting with the ethos of ‘nothing about us without us’

The child’s ‘voice’ will always be heard

A differentiated or alternative curriculum being offered to those who need it

Staff who are committed to ensuring that all aspects of equality and diversity are taken into account and that all
children have the opportunity to be included in the full range of both educational and extracurricular activities

An individual approach to thinking about the school environment, including the classroom environment, and the way
it affects learners

Communication

This includes:

support being made available.

Open and honest communication is of e A two-way process between home and school
